1. How much does the program cost?


1500 Dollars

2. Who is eligible?

Anyone over the age of 16 who has completed their grade ten education. This program is a transitional program leading to university, college, or entry level employment

3. Where will the program be held?


At the Odawa Native Friendship centre, 12 Stirling Ave, Ottawa Ontario.
4. Do I need to bring anything?

Yes, an external hard drive, 500 GB is recommended. ICMI will provide external drives for $85 each.  Students will save all their files onto their personal external drives, and will be able to keep them when they are done the course.

5. How many people will be participating?


15 

6. When does the program run?

The program begins July 4th, 2011.  It runs Monday to Friday, 10am to 4pm; with an hour lunch break.  The first four months (July, August, September, October) will be in class during these times. 

7. How long are the Internships?

The internships will be during the months of November, December, January and February, and the times will vary depending on the employer.

8. Is there funding available for the program?

Yes, through your band office or through Kagita Mikam Employment and Training Services

9. Can I get any money for my living/eating expenses during the duration of the program?

Funding will include a living allowance

10. I was planning on going on vacation in the summer, can I miss a week of the program?

Due to the short-term nature of the in-class session, absenteeism will affect your ability to complete the program.

11. What kind of computers do you use?


We just purchased 15 new Apple IMac computers for the program.

12. Can I play Internet games and talk to friends online during the program?

Internet will be provided, but is crucial that students pay attention while the Instructor is teaching.   However, you can use your lunch break as you want.

13. Can I eat or drink while I am at the computers?

No because of the potential for a mess and/or damaged equipment, but there will be a table in the room for food that students may use.

14. Will lunch be provided?

No, there are some stores/restaurants in walking distance, or you can bring your own.

15. Where does my entrance fee go?

The tuition covers only a small part of the cost of running the program.

16. What is the program application deadline?

June 17th, 2011

17. Can I drop the program and still get my money back?

Unfortunately, the tuition is non-refundable after the first 10 days.  The tuition will be reimbursed directly to the participant’s funder.

18. Who will be teaching/facilitating the program?

Instructors will be chosen from a pool of resources developed by ICMI.  The instructors will be Indigenous artists and cultural specialists wherever possible.

19. Where can I get an internship?

Internships will be developed in partnership between ICMI, Carleton, the participants and a resource list of possible placement providers. Internships will be developed with each participant on an individual basis.

20. Will I be paid during the internship?

You will continue to receive the training allowance from the program funder.
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
